Thick Guitars fortified by tough unyielding grooves 
anchor each lyrical tale of heartache, inebriation, and 
ultimately redemption in Pendergast’s sophomore 
effort.      
 
Guest appearances include proven players such as Kasey 
Rausch (duet--KOA), Nate Hofer (pedal steel), TJ 
Erhardt (piano), Dave Randall (Wurlitzer), and Kansas 
City compadre Chad Rex supplying subtle and stark 
harmonies. The saloon-style piano playing, soulful 
Wurlitzer, and  down-home delivery of Rausch and Rex 
add the perfect sonic spice to this Pendergast pot of 
hobo stew.

This is the album you’ll crave when you need to voice 
the frustration and heartbreak of failed Loves, lost jobs, 
long days, and hard nights.  Let there be no doubt—

optimism that will keep you listening to Between the 
Bottle and the Pulpit again, and again, and again, and 
again….
